One God

There is one God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, a unity of three co-eternal Persons. God
is immortal, all-powerful, all-knowing, above all, and ever present. He is infinite and
beyond human comprehension, yet known through His self-revelation. He is forever
worthy of worship, adoration, and service by the whole creation.

Deuteronomy 6:4 Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God [is] one LORD:

Three Persons in One Union

God the Father

God the eternal Father is the Creator, Source, Sustainer, and Sovereign of all creation. He
is just and holy, merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love
and faithfulness. The qualities and powers exhibited in the Son and the Holy Spirit are
also revelations of the Father.

Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.

Revelation 4:11 Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for
thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.

1 Corinthians 15:28 And when all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son
also himself be subject unto him that put all things under him, that God may be all in all.

John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

God.

By His miracles He manifested God's power and was attested as God's promised
Messiah. He suffered and died voluntarily on the cross for our sins and in our place, was
raised from the dead, and ascended to minister in the heavenly sanctuary in our behalf.
He will come again in glory f or the final deliverance of His people and the restoration of
all things.

He draws and convicts human beings; and those who respond He renews and transforms
into the image of God. Sent by the Father and the Son to be always with His children, He
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extends spiritual gifts to the church, empowers it to bear witness to Christ, and in
harmony with the Scriptures leads it into all truth.
